IV. Iltem 1. Liquor License Parks Department
The Parks & Recreation Staff briefed the Committee on policy, procedures and
guestions associated with the possible liquor license for the Sport Park. The
Alcohol Service Policy was included in the Committee Packet.

o0 Projected Revenue from selling alcohol: The facility is new and until we
have a season or two, it is very hard to project total revenue. We estimate
$60,000 gross in our first season. It depends on how many tournaments
are scheduled. We are planning on roughly a 277% markup on all cans of
beer so revenue should be considerable.

o Tournaments, Gain or Lose?: This is hard to say depending on how we
market this facility. We believe that we will lose all the adult state
tournaments. It is a major social factor for the Adult State participants.

0 What other communities in the metro-east and St. Louis County sell
alcohol at their sport complexes or facilities?: Belleville, Bridgeton,
Maryland Heights, Alton, Chesterfield, St. Louis Zoo, and most park
departments/districts in lllinois and throughout the country.

o Liability Risks: Any liability risk will be covered by additional insurance.
The rate is determined by revenue volume.

o0 Training Program & Policies: All employees will go through the BASSET
training before being able to sell any alcohol. The training will be put on
through lllinois Distributing. The ID and Cut-off Policy have been
established.

The Committee will have until February 11, 2008 to review the written policies and
procedures. The Department will establish a reasonable closing time in case of
extended or late tournament schedules.
