Subject: FY2007 Performance Report

This report contains updates on projects and operations from each department for the
first half of our fiscal year from November 1-April 30. We have shifted our report to
semi-annually because the Management Team feels that the performance measures
are more constructive than quarterly statistics.

The two primary projects were the Family Sports Park and Conference Center.
Construction of the Family Sports Park was in full swing and we received an additional
$400,000 grant to build a hiking/biking path along the perimeter of the park. Plans were
received for the Conference Center, Hilton Garden Inn, and Hampton Inn and staff was
busy negotiating the development agreement to construct the $6 million conference
center.

Internally, staff devoted considerable time developing the annual budget for the new
fiscal year beginning May 1. In addition, plans were made to accommodate the new
aldermen who were elected on April 17. For professional development, the
Management Team participated in two retreats facilitated by Lew Bender to improve
team building and set goals for the organization. We also utilized Jan Mirikitani for two
sessions of supervisor training to build a foundation for promoting professionalism and
high performance among all City employees.

There are two primary purposes for the Performance Report:

1. Our ongoing effort to keep the City Council informed about how its laws and policies are
being implemented throughout the organization. A group makes better decisions when
they are informed and are comfortable with the issues. These reports contain summaries
of department activities that should provide some insight into the day-to-day operations of
the City.

2. To provide a management tool with which the Management Team can identify trends and
make decisions on operations, budgeting, and staffing levels. Departments collect data
on all kinds of things. Our goal with this Quarterly Report is to integrate this data into a
format where we can track and compare activities between previous quarters and years.
We did not want to create more busywork for the staff but to identify critical activities within





the organization and try to measure them empirically. This way we can measure our
performance and make necessary adjustments according to factual analysis.

FYO7, Thru End of 4th Quarter

Distributed 1,622,810,000 gallons of water for FYQ7; up 7.5% over FY06.

409 water taps sold; down from 576 taps sold during FYO06.

388 water taps installed; down from 594 taps installed during FYQ6.

New security upgrades to booster pump station and Public Works Compound
completed, identity cards now activate gates and doors.

Poor supporting soils removed from area of foundation for future Water Storage Building
completed.

Bunkum Road water main replacement completed in Fairview Heights.

SCADA (supervisory control and data acquisition) systems installed.

Wastewater System —

Treated 413,180,000 gallons of wastewater, down 14.3% compared to the same period
in FY06.

139 sewer taps sold; down from 238 taps sold during FY06.

181 sewer taps inspected; down from 193 taps inspected during FY06.

Portable flow meters collecting flow data to assist in ongoing I&I studies.

An inventory of all grease traps attached to our sanitary system has be completed.
Sewer inspection video can now be stored and used in conjunction with CityWorks and
can be retrieved in the field by wireless communications; so, crews can view previous
problems before addressing new ones or conducting preventive maintenance.

Stormwater System —

AMEC provided draft ordinance for stormwater utility.

Mosquito larvacide program completed.

LaVerna Evans Elementary related stormwater problem studies completed by Hoelscher
Engineering.

Road System —

New holiday decorations placed by crews.

Intersection of Pierce, Regency Park and Green Mount completed and new traffic signal
put into operation.

Obtained all the real estate for the for the roundabout at Obernuefemann and State.
New sweeper truck delivered.

IDOT MFT audit complete, awaiting word on final report from IDOT.

Family Sports Park —

The 4 baseball fields were completed and the grass growing in the outfields had to be
cut.

Roadways and parking areas received base course of asphalt.

Water feature about 100% complete, needs to be commissioned.

Stormwater detention ponds are complete.

Stormwater system is in place in Phase Il (north end of park).

All of the 6 pavilions erected; structurally complete.

70% of landscaping complete.





Graphical Information System (GIS) —

Water meters not previously located were put into the database.

SIUE Geography Department provides sidewalks and roadway edge information for the
GIS as part of class exercise.

Satellite imagery is used to assist in determining parcel improvements that are not on
active tax rolls; information passed to County.

Laptops are in use in locate vehicles.

Fire hydrant inventory is now 100%.

Operations is given significant discount to upgrade software by ESRI (GIS software
company) for its pioneering efforts related to GIS software applications to City
management.

Sidewalks —

Constructed sidewalks along portions of Dale, Donna, Colleen, and Ruth providing
neighborhood access to Thoman Park and the Library.






Finance Department
Accomplishments for 4th Quarter
November 2006 - April 2007

The city finished the year in the black for the 9th time in the last 10 years.
Revenue was 8% more than planned/budgeted and Expenses were 8% less
than planned/budgeted. The Parks revenue contains money for the new Sports

Park that was not spent by the years end, but is on schedule. The fire department

budget contains a large reserve that was not planned to be used in this FY. The
FY-08 budget is balanced at $58,731,873 and is projected to end in the black
also.

SECOND HALF REPORT
FY 2007

For the second half of FY 07, police calls-for-service are up 9.5% from 11,476 in FY
06 to 12,575 in FY 07. As illustrated in the table below, Part | criminal offenses for
the same period are up just over 13%. Last year, the total number of index crimes was
301 and this year the number has increased to 344. We experienced increases in
murders (December homicide on 3" Street), sexual assaults, burglaries and thefts.
Despite the increases, crime patterns remain relatively stable as does our crime rate.
The correlation between increases in calls-for-service and crimes is also consistent.

In April, a St. Clair County jury convicted Edward Phillips of First Degree Murder in
the death of Amy Blumberg. The discovery of Amy’s death on December 31, 1999
began the longest and most extensive investigation in the history of the police
department. Over the course of more than seven years, thousands of leads were
followed and tens of thousands of man hours expended in pursuit of her killer. With
the exception of the first week of the investigation, when the Major Case Squad was
been involved, virtually all of the work in this case was carried out by members of
OPD.

In February, the police department “went live” with our Mobile Computer Aided
Dispatch program. This program, more than a year in the planning and execution,
allows for a seamless connection between dispatch and the patrol cars through the use
of the mobile data terminals. Despite the fact that we have had the computers in the
squad cars for more than 3 years, they were only connected to state databases and
were restricted to checking information on driver’s licenses and licenses plates. Now,
we have complete access to all of our records and the ability for all of our mobile
units (including Fire and EMS) to have up-to-the-minute information from dispatch
without radio communications. Location histories, pre-arrival plans and other critical
information is now at the mobile users fingertips. In March, we went live with the
second aspect of the program, Field Reporting. Using the same mobile connection,
officer can now complete and submit reports for approval without leaving their squad
cars. All of the data gathered about an incident, from the time that dispatch first
handles the call, is maintained for the officer to use in completing a report. No
redundant data handling is necessary. We look to see these systems provide a
significant increase in efficiency in our dispatch and reporting processes.






In October, the police department hosted its second round of RAD (Rape Awareness
defense) training for residents. The 10 week training concentrates on environmental
awareness and physical responses to attacks and provides the participants with good
hands-on training. We have three certified trainers and look forward to hosting
additional RAD classes and beginning a programs aimed at school aged boys and
girls. The program has been very well received.

In December, Natalie Schmitz retired from the Records Division after more than 20
years of service. She was honored at the Holiday luncheon as Civilian Employee of
the Year. Officer Jamie Smith was recognized as Officer of the Year and Jeremy
Sherman as EMS Employee of the year.

The upward trend in EMS calls for service continued the second half of the fiscal
year; however the growth was significantly smaller than previous periods. During the
same period in FY 2006, EMS responded to 1,498 calls for service compared to 1,502
for the period this year. The increase of 4 calls represents a very small percentage
increase. Calls for calendar year to date for 2007 show a more dramatic increase
leading one to believe that the October through December period at the end of 2006
were flat in terms of calls for service.

In February, one of the two Advanced Life Support ambulances was moved from a
permanent post at the Public Safety Facility to the new Fire Station in Shiloh. This
was done to improve upon responses to portions of the service area to the far south. In
addition, it allows for the department to have assets in two different location which is
a positive characteristic in terms of disaster preparedness. At this point, we have not
seen any significant change in response time for O’Fallon resident’s, in fact we
expect that those people living west of Hartman Lane may be better served by the
Shiloh location. The situation will be monitored closely.
