Subject: FY2005 Third Quarter Report

This report contains updates on projects and operations from each department for the
second quarter of our fiscal year from November 1-January 31. The highlight this
guarter was the purchase of 117 acres for the Family Sports Park. The park will provide
recreational opportunities for our growing population and contribute to O’Fallon’s high
quality of life.

In addition, we continue to experience rapid growth in O’Fallon. As of December 31, we
issued 358 building permits for single family houses (compared 299 in 2004). We have
more than 2,500 platted single family lots in the city, with more applications arriving
monthly. In response, staff has devoted considerable time and energy in managing the
growth with a revised Subdivision and Development Control Ordinance and a Northwest
Quadrant Transportation Plan.

There are two primary purposes for the Quarterly Report:

1. Our ongoing effort to keep the City Council informed about how its laws and policies are
being implemented throughout the organization. A group makes better decisions when
they are informed and are comfortable with the issues. These reports contain summaries
of department activities that should provide some insight into the day-to-day operations of
the City.

2. To provide a management tool with which the Management Team can identify trends and
make decisions on operations, budgeting, and staffing levels. Departments collect data
on all kinds of things. Our goal with this Quarterly Report is to integrate this data into a
format where we can track and compare activities between previous quarters and years.
We did not want to create more busywork for the staff but to identify critical activities within
the organization and try to measure them empirically. This way we can measure our
performance and make necessary adjustments according to factual analysis.

The water and sewer revenues are still lagging behind. This is due to the
problems with the water billing system. In December, we were able to send out
bills for July through September and we are hoping to get the October

through December bills out in February. Since the City is behind, we have set
up several payment programs for those who need assistance. Expenses are
on track for the year. The increase in the "other expenses" can be explained
by the water meter project. In this fiscal year, we have paid over $2.5 million
for the meter project. This project was not included in the budget for fiscal

year 2005.

Credit Cards
We have been discussing a new purchasing card program from Commerce Bank.
This card will give the City more control over the type of spending, credit limits, and
will eliminate the need for several store charge cards. The program also gives the
City cash rebates based on the amount of spending per month. We hope to have
the new credit cards by mid-March.




Budget
The budget workbooks have been distributed to the department heads and they
are working dilligently on getting the numbers to reconcile. The budget meetings
have been scheduled for the first part of February. By mid February we will have
the budget balanced and ready to be presented to the committees. A final copy
will be presented to the council on the March 7th meeting for a first reading.

Crime Statistics for the third quarter of FY 2005, compared to the same
period last year are included in the following table. Sexual assaults, thefts
and auto theft show an overall increase. As is most often the case, all of
the reported sexual assault cases involve perpetrators that are known to the
victim and not random crimes. As indicated during the previous quarter,
auto theft is up throughout the region and we have experienced a general
increase in shoplifter apprehensions in recent months.

Police and EMS personnel continue to make improvements in the New
World Systems record keeping software. During the quarter, the geo
validation tool within the software system was activated. This allows us to
track calls for service and incidents to specific locations and eliminates
error from one user to another. All data entries must be validated against a
known database or it will be flagged within the system for clarification. In




jurisdictions like ours this is critically important in terms of maintaining
data over long periods of time. In addition, it will help in information
sharing with other city departments using GIS data.

The Police Department enrolled in the ILEAS program (lllinois Law
Enforcement Alarm System) which is a statewide mutual aid system.
Similar to a system used in the fire service for years, this regionally based
system (8 regions statewide) serves as the foundation for resource sharing
in times of emergency. AIll participating agencies submit ‘“asset
inventories” so that all other participating agencies know where they can
turn for specific needs. In addition to equipment ILEAS also coordinates
manpower resources and will begin training a regional incident
containment team in the coming months. OPD will be represented on the
team.

EMS experienced a small increase in calls-for-service during this quarter,
compared to the same period last year. The total number of calls was up
40 from 643 calls in the third quarter of FY 04 to 683 during the same
period in FY 05. The 6% jump is consistent with the increased demand
for EMS service experienced over the last two years.
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
